DUES NOTES 
The above PFT membership dues amounts for teachers and other professional members, for IU#2 professional 
members, for paraprofessional members, for technical-clerical members, for adjunct teacher members, for pre-
school level II teacher members, and for one-on-one aides are based on the PFT member having worked the full 
2007 calendar year and having had the full PFT dues for the member�s employee category deducted each of the 
ten school months.  The total membership dues deducted are also listed on your year-end pay stub under the 
�After-Tax Deductions� section, and are listed below the �PFT Dedicated Dues Member� amount [titled 
Teacher/Prof Dues Member, Para Dues Member, etc.] 
Note that the dues amount for retired full members does not apply to PFT Retiree Chapter members, whose annual 
dues are just $30.00/year.

TAX DEDUCTIBILITY OF UNION DUES 
 

STATE INCOME TAXES 
PFT membership dues continue to be fully deductible on State income tax returns. 
 

FEDERAL INCOME TAXES 
Under the Federal Tax Reform Act of 1986, most miscellaneous deductions, including union dues, are subject on itemized 
Federal income tax returns to a 2% floor.  This means that the only amount deductible, if any, is limited to the portion of 
these miscellaneous deductions which exceeds 2% of adjusted gross income.
